●​ Brian Jorgenson came to update us the status of the Elam gravel pit operation.  It is 
owned by Kilgore Company, a subsidiary of Quickcrete.  The asphalt plant which caused 
the stench in WC in 2024 will not open in 2025 and the equipment will be moved offsite. 
The pit will operate from April through November but might add March to the schedule 
depending on demand.  It will be opening at 7AM weekdays.  There are “3 or 4” mobile 
homes on the premises which will occupied by caretakers during the months of 
operation.  They will be accepting incoming trucks of dirt and gravel to build the berm on 
the Northeast side of the pit.  The permitted concrete plant at the pit is leased to United 
Cos.  They are putting in bilingual signage for the truck drivers and have told the 
contractors not to drive through WC village or Lower and Upper River Roads.  Any all 
complaints should be made to the WC caucus in order to contact Brian,  They make a 
monthly water quality report to the Pitco BOCC during operating months. 

●​ We discussed the Dill property development on WC Road.  they have vested rights and 
there doesn’t seem to be any problem with their application 

●​ We discussed plans for Woodystock in August.  The contact for it right now is Grant 
Gladson 

●​ Allen reported that the Vision 2050 meetings are resulting in one main objection to the 
proposed language the the land code be changed to “enable and incentivize different 
types of affordable housing outside of the UGB.
